Something To Think About 
Randy Gilchrist, Executive Director 
  
Let me share some facts you may or 
may not know about the Bible. Most 
of us know that there are sixty-six 
different books/letters in the Bible. 
There are 39 in the Old Testament 

and 27 in the New Testament. But  
did you know that there are 1,189 chapters in the Bible 
which totals 31,102 verses, with 23,145 in the Old  
Testament and 7,957 verses in the New Testament with 
a total word count of around 785,000 words. Here’s 
another fact: If a person reads or listens to three  
chapters a day, they will read through the Bible in  
one year. 
 
As we begin the new year, consider a commitment to 
read or listen through the Bible in 2023. Commit a time 
each day as your Bible time. Keep it as a special time 
with the Lord. Begin with prayer asking God to speak 
to you through the chapters. Use a translation of the 
Bible that reads more like a book than as a formal  
proclamation. After you finish, write down your 
thoughts concerning what you read, along with one  
significant verse.  
 
By the way, if you want to do something different,  
try reading through the Bible chronologically. It’s  
different, but it will give you a perspective of the whole 
Bible as it unfolds in history. Lets make 2023 the Year 
of Reading through the Bible.
