Passion week is here and often we forget about  
Thursday. Observing Maundy Thursday deepens our 
appreciation for Christ’s servant leadership and the  
institution of the Lord’s Supper.  
 
On this night, Jesus washed His disciples’ feet, calling 
them to humble service, and shared the bread and  
cup, commissioning them to remember His sacrifice. 
Remembering Maundy Thursday helps us center  
worship on grace—Christ’s commandment to love  
one another—and on covenantal remembrance that 
points forward to Good Friday and the resurrection.
